Our goal at this event is to raise $75,000 that will help support a full field digital
mammography system for Mammoth Hospital. Full field digital mammography has
gained FDA approval for the screening and diagnosis of breast cancer, and touted to be
the “single biggest advance in mammography in 30 years.” Full field digital
mammography allows for faster acquisition, fewer total exposures, and less patient
discomfort. Early detection of breast cancer greatly increases the chance for survival.
Currently, Mammoth residents travel out of the area to receive mammography screening
as it is not available locally. Our total goal for the mammography initiative is $400,000
and we are a little more than half way there at $220,000.
